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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to 1) study fundamental information for
instructional model development 2) conduct instructional model development 3) evaluate
instructional model implementation. The sample consisted of 60 PrathomSuksa 6 students
of Ban Kophoe (Wankru 2500) School under Chon Buri Primary Educational Service
Area Office 2, and were separated to two groups. One was an experimental group of
thirty-one students, and the other one was a control group of twenty-nine students.
The instruments were instructional model, teaching plan, English reading skill test,
and English learning attitudes questionnaire. The research process comprised of three
phases; the first phase was to study fundamental information for instructional model
development, the second was conducting instructional model development, and the
third was evaluation of instructional model implementation. Statistical devices used for
data analysis was Hotelling’s t* and ttest

The results of this research indicated that the instructional model developed by
the researcher had six steps. The first step was Introduction, the second was Experience,
the third was Exploration, the fourth was Practice, the fifth was Production, and the sixth
was Conclusion. The results of implementation of the instructional model revealed
that after learning English, reading skills and attitudes towards English were statistically
significantly higher than before at learning .05 level. English reading skills and attitudes
towards English learning of students in experimental group were statistically significant
higher than control group at .05 level.
