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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study the relationship between emotional
quotient of school administrators and the school culture, and to predict the organizational
school culture from the emotion variables in school administrators under the Office of
Secondary Educational Service Area in Eastern region. The sample used in this study was
115 school administrators. The research instruments used four rating scales questionnaire
of emotional quotient and a five scales questionnaire of school organizational culture.
The statistical devices used were mean, standard deviation, Pearson product-moment
coefficient, and stepwise multiple regression analysis.

The results showed as follows:

1. The level of emotional quotient of secondary school administrators was found, as
a whole at the highest level. In view of the emotional quotient of each aspect, the smart
element and the element of happiness were at the highest level, and artful elements were
at the high level.

2. Organizational culture in secondary schools as a whole, each aspect was
found at the high level. Ranking by mean average from high to low were: the diversity of
personnel, integrity, empowerment, caring, quality, sense of belonging, school purposes,
and trust respectively. However, the decision making aspect was at moderate level.

3. Emotional quotient of school administrators was positively related to organizational
culture in secondary schools with statistically significant difference at the .01 level.

4. The factor of emotional quotient on happiness (XS) could predict the organiza-
tional culture of secondary schools at 14.7 percent. The regression equation in the form
