ABSTRACT

The purposes of study were to investigate the factors affecting the primary school
effectiveness, to determine the correlation and prediction of school effectiveness under
the Office of Chonburi Educational Service Area 1. The sample comprised of 291 primary
school teachers. The instruments for collecting data were rating scale questionnaire on
Leadership Behavior, School climate and School Effectiveness. The statistical devices for
analyzing the data were standard deviation, Pearson Product-moment Correlation Coef-
ficient, and Multiple Regression.

The findings were as follows:

1. Leadership behavior of selling idea and open-climate affecting school effectiveness
were rated at highest level and those factors affected every aspects of school effectiveness
at the high level.

2. The factor affecting positively correlated at the highest level the school effective-
ness was the dummy variable of teachers with bachelor's degree and the factor affecting
negatively correlated to school effectiveness was the dummy variable of female teachers.
Both of variables predicted the school effectiveness at 5.3 percent with statistically signifi-
cant at .05 level. The factors of teaching experiences, leadership behavior types, dummy
variables of large sized and medium sized schools were indirectly affected the school
effectiveness. As for every aspects of the school effectiveness were rated at high level,
the predictive equation in forms of raw scores and standard scores were as follows:
