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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to develop administrative effectiveness
indicators in the context of decentralization for secondary school and to test the validity of the
structural model of effectiveness indicators in the context of decentralization for secondary
school with the empirical data. A group of 474 administrators from secondary school was
selected to participate in this study by a multi-stage sampling technique. The data of the
research were collected by rating scale questionnaire and analyzed by percentage, mean,
standard deviation, chi - square, goodness of fit - (GFl) and adjusted goodness of fit - (AGFI).

The results of this research revealed that the four main factors consisted of school
in terms of academic management, budget management, personnel management and
general management. The four factors had to be practiced via 20 variable minor factors
and 105 administrative effectiveness indicators. The result of the structural validity test of the
model of administrative effectiveness of decentralization for secondary school with the empirical
data by using Chi-square, the Goodness of Fit Index and the Adjusted Goodness of Fit Index
was found that the model was significantly consistent with empirical data at .01 level.
