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ABSTRACT

This research aims to study the factors affective achievement of Prathomsuksa six
students under the office of Khonkaen Primary Educational service area office Il. A study
of the relationship between the factors affective and foranticipate the achievement of
Prathomsuksa six students under the office of Khonkaen primary Educational service area
office Il. The sample were 327 teachers under the office of Khonkaen Primary Educational
service area office Il. The district required to have random sample of 210 schools. The
questionnaire used for collecting the data. It was four-lelvel rating scale questionnaire with
reliability of .97. The statistics use in data analysis. The average, standard deviation. Pearson
correlation coefficients and stepwise multiple regression analysis.

The major findings were as follows : 1) Level of achievement by the National
Education Testing (O-NET) in 2012 as a whole were rated atlow level. Considering the
score level from the high level in three areas, learning area of health and physical.
education, learning area of Thai language and learning area of career and technology
2) Level of factors affective achievements a whole were rated at high level. Found at
high level in three areas: family factor, teacher factors and friends factor. 3) The director
factor, teachers factor, curriculum factor, family factor were related to learning achievement
and the overall positive relationship. Statistically significant at .05 level. 4) Thefactorpredicted
achievement as a whole found at the coefficient related to multiple equation of curriculum
with the criterion were .103. The prediction deviation overall 2.110. The best regression
of raw scores, thus R
