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Abstract )

Though China’s economy has been developed fast in
the last three decades as the result of economic reforms in the
country, from socialist economy to market economy in 1978 that
caused a big jump of its development growth for about ten
percent annually until 2014, China has at the same time
encountered the problem of its unsteady and unbalanced
development. It causes problems in economic structure that
would lead China to unsustainability in the time of global
economic recession under the umbrella of the world economic
order previously initiated by developed countries after since the
Word War II.

China, in 2016, now becomes a key player and ruler in
global economy because of “China Factors”. Being led by
President Xi Jin-Ping, China has initiated a number of approaches
to handle the problems. One of important state’s measures is the
“New Silk Road” policy that is aimed to solve unfair treatment
problem in world trade and monetary systems to secure its
sustainability in China’s economic development.

Where China tends to expand its economic influence in
ASEAN being observed through its regional cooperation such as
the Regional Comprehensive Economic Partnership or RCEP and
United States’ attempts in reserving its mandate in the region via
various trade agreements including the Trans-Pacific Partnership
Agreement or TPP, under economic and political pressure from

such the bipolar, significant question is that how Thailand should
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come up with a state’s policy in response to the trend and
positions itself towards ASEAN for the best of national interest

under economic and political pressure?
