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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to investigate the factors affecting gambling
behavior of people in Chonburi province. This study was quantitative approach with
400 case of samples. The questionnaire was utilized as research instrument. The data
were analyzed by using the descriptive and inferential statistics.

The research findings indicated that the cockfisht gamblers committed

cockfight gambling behavior in high level ( X = 2.73). The common behaviors were
mostly increasing a large stake in gambling tor increase excitement, borrowing money
or pledge/mortgage their valuables to get money to gamble with the cockfight

gambling, and always returning to gamble after losing with hope to get evenly ( X

=2.82, 2.73, 2.3 7, respectively). The gambling behavior in the past was average at

2.61 times per month. The positive attitudes on cockfight gambling has shown in high
level (Y =3.25). The perceived behavioral control was in middle level (Y =2.42) The
subject norms was in middle level, the average was Y:2.38. The aspirations or

internal drives for gambling desire were in high level (Y =3.15).

The results of multiple regression analysis (MRA) revealed 4 factors influencing
the cockfight gambling behavior. The most influential factor was the perceived ability
to control, by the effect size 0.247, followed by the desire for gambling, the subject
norms, and the attitude towards cockfigsht gambling, by the effect size 0.245, 0.223
and 0.143, respectively. While the age factor and the gambling behavior in the past
were not significant for gambling behavior. The analysis of the relationship between
individual factors and the gambling behaviors showed that, among 5 individual
factors; namely, age, marital status, education, occupation and income, the income
was only one significant factor for gambling behavior. The lower income group with
less than 5,000 baht and 5,001-10,000 baht had less sambling behavior than the

higher income group.
